e Day 1 - Monday, September 14
Depart USA
Our pilgrimage begins as we depart on our overnight flight to Dublin.
Meals and refreshments will be served aloft.

e Day 2 - Tuesday, September 15

Arrive Dublin / Galway

Upon arrival in Dublin, we will be met by our local Irish tour
manager, who will remain with us for the duration of our pilgrimage.
Journey west to Galway, where we'll begin in the Galway Cathedral
dedicated to Our Lady. Continue to St. Nicholas, and the Collegiate
Church of St. Nicholas with its famous Spanish Arch from where
Columbus prayed before sailing for America. Proceed to our hotel
where we'll check in for dinner and overnight. (D) Overnight Galway

Basilica of Knock

e Day 3 - Wednesday, September 16
Galway (day trip to Knock)
Following breakfast, we head to the small village of Knock, where
on August 21, 1879, witnesses saw three figures on the wall of a
church standing raised about two feet off the ground. The central
figure, Our Lady, had hands raised to shoulder height and eyes
turned heavenward, as if in prayer. With her were St. Joseph and
St. John, Apostle and Evangelist. In 1979, one hundred years after the
Apparition, Pope John Paul Il paid a visit and bestowed the status of
Basilica to the Shrine Church of Knock and declared that the Church
would be known as the Basilica of Our Lady, Queen of Ireland. Enjoy
a peaceful afternoon of prayer and contemplation before returning to
Galway, with the balance of the day free. Overnight in Galway.

Cliffs of Moher

e Day 4 - Thursday, September 17
Galway / Killarney
Depart Galway traveling south via the lunar landscape of the Burren
to the magnificent Cliffs of Moher, a dramatic great sheer rock
face rising 700 feet from the Atlantic Ocean. Continue to Killarney,
situated in a spectacular location amidst mountains, glens and lakes.
Sometimes known as the “Best Kept Town" in all of Ireland, Killarney
teems with history, Irish heritage, and hospitality. The remainder of
this afternoon is free to enable us to explore the interesting craft
shops, quaint historic buildings and churches, or perhaps sample the
traditional form of local transport, the jaunting car (a horse drawn
wagon). Afterwards, enjoy a traditional Irish music, song, and dance
show presented by the Celtic Steps (pending confirmation).

e Day 5 - Friday, September 18
Killarney
Today we travel the road that winds around the beautiful Iveragh
Peninsula, better known as “The Ring of Kerry.” It is undoubtedly
one of the most magical places in all Ireland. Here bogs, mountains,



valleys, lakes and sea blend into a landscape that is often breathtaking
beyond words. Even the names of the towns seem to whisper their
beauty: Cahirciveen, Glenbeigh, Killorglin and Sneem. We'll return to
our hotel in Killarney for dinner and overnight.

e Day 6 - Saturday, September 19

Killarney / Cashel / Wexford

After Mass we will depart Killarney to visit the Rock of Cashel, a
monumental 12th century complex dominating the surrounding
landscape. Tradition holds it was here Patrick first used the shamrock
as an image of the Trinity and converted the pagan King of Munster. It
hosts one of the most remarkable collections of Celtic art and medieval
architecture in the region. Afterwards, we continue to Wexford to
check into our hotel for dinner and overnight. (B, D) Overnight Wexford

e Day 7 - Sunday, September 20
Wexford
This morning, we visit the Irish National Heritage Park, an open-
air museum bringing to life over 9000 years of Irish history. After
exploring this unique and historic location, we will visit Our Lady's
Island, a tiny island at the juncture of the Atlantic Ocean and Irish
Sea, surrounded by a salt lake and cut off from the sea by a sand
bar. It has been a place of pilgrimage since pre Christian times,
and St. Abban founded the original Christian settlement here,
evangelizing the area and dedicating the island to the Virgin Mary,
thus establishing the first Marian shine in Ireland. We will return to
our hotel in Wexford for dinner and overnight.

Ring of Kerry

e Day 8 - Monday, September 21

Wexford / Glendalough / Dublin

Today we journey north to Glendalough. Tucked away in the Wicklow
Mountains, Glendalough was established by St. Kevin in the 6th
century. Seeking a place where he could commune with God without
the distractions of worldly life, the young Kevin lived first in a tree,
then in a cave, eventually attracting a following of those who wanted
to pursue a similar monastic vocation. Explore the ruins of this ancient
monastery and marvel at the faithful asceticism of the medieval
monks. Continue on to Dublin, where we will check into our hotel for
dinner and overnight, with the balance of the day free for personal
activities. (B, D) Overnight Dublin

e Day 9 - Tuesday, September 22
Dublin
Today we explore Dublin proper, the vibrant capital of Ireland, with a
romantic aura of Old-World Europe. Beginning at the church of Our

Lady of Lourdes, we venerate the tomb of Venerable Matt Talbot, 20th
century commoner known for overcoming his alcoholism through the
power of faith. We continue to St. Mary's Pro Cathedral - the Catholic
Cathedral of Dublin. Our final stop together will be at Trinity College to
see the famous Book of Kells, the 9th century illuminated manuscript
of the four Gospels. The remainder of the day will be free for personal
activities, including dinner on our own. (B) Overnight Dublin
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e Day 10 - Wednesday, September 23

Dublin

Following breakfast, we will spend the morning immersed in sites related
to the Legion of Mary, including the Legion of Mary Headquarters and
the nearby Morning Star Hostel (one of the first hostels for homeless
men in Dublin), followed by the Myra House (site of the first meeting of
the Legion of Mary). We will also have the opportunity to venerate the
resting place of our founder, Frank Duff at Glasnevin Cemetery. After
Mass, the balance of the day will be free until we gather for our final
evening together. This evening, we will celebrate our farewell dinner at a
local pub featuring traditional Irish music. (B, D) Overnight Dublin

e Day 11 - Thursday, September 24

Dublin / USA

Today our Irish Pilgrimage comes to an end. Following breakfast, transfer
to Dublin Airport for our return flight to the United States. (B)

Reservations and Payment: Tekton Ministries requires a non-refundable deposit of $300.00
per person at the time of booking. This deposit forms part of your final payment which is
due 90 days prior to departure - after receiving the final invoice. All pilgrimage registrations
must be made online through our website. Reservations made within 89 days of departure
(or after the final invoices are sent) must be accompanied by payment in full. Any credit card
payments other than the deposit will incur a convenience fee. Any reservations received
within 45 days of departure will incur a late booking fee of $100.00 per person. Late pay-
ments may be subject to a late fee and/or possible removal from the pilgrimage. Pilgrimage
prices are based upon a minimum number of 21 total pilgrims. Surcharges may be assessed
for smaller group sizes.

Cancellations: All cancellations must be received in writing (email or letter). The following
per person cancellation charges will apply in addition to any airline penalties and charges
incurred by our suppliers: If canceled 91 days or more prior to departure, $300 will be
charged. If canceled 90 - 61 days prior to departure, $1000.00 will be charged. If canceled
60 - 31 days prior to departure, $2000.00 will be charged. No refunds will be made within
30 days of departure. In addition, once the airline tickets have been issued, 100% of the air-
fare is non-refundable unless you have been advised otherwise at the time of your booking.

Travel Documents: A passport which is valid for 6 months past the date of your return flight
home is required of all U. S. citizens. U.S. citizens may also be required to apply for

ETIAS (start date TBD) to enter Europe. However, U.S. citizens do not require visas for Ire-
land. If you are not a U.S. citizen, please call to find out if you need a visa. Tekton Ministries
is not responsible for individual visas or passports.

Hotels: Accommodations are based on double occupancy rooms with private facilities. A
limited number of single rooms are available at the supplement quoted and should be re-
quested at the time of booking.

Air Transportation: Air travel is in economy class on Aer Lingus. Fares are based upon
levels in effect at the time of printing and fares and flight schedules are subject to change
without notice. Note that any ticketing changes or cancellations made within 120 days of
your departure date will incur airline penalties.

Baggage: Each passenger is allowed one checked bag and one carry-on. Tekton Ministries
is not responsible for lost, damaged or stolen baggage.

Travel Insurance: We strongly recommend that you purchase comprehensive travel insurance
for your trip. Registration information will be provided upon receipt of your deposit.

Not Included in base price: Airline taxes/fuel surcharges (currently $501.43 per person, but
subject to change until the time of ticketing), gratuities to guide, driver, and hotel staff, pass-
port/visa fees, personal travel insurance, laundry, beverages and items not on the regular
menu of included meals, excess baggage charges, optional sightseeing and expenses of a
personal nature.

Refunds: Subject to the foregoing Cancellation Terms, upon cancellation of travel related
services, all sums paid to Tekton Ministries/George’s International Tours for such services
will be promptly returned to the passenger, provided the passenger has not caused such
cancellation and is not in violation of any of the terms and conditions previously, clearly
and conspicuously disclosed and agreed to by the passenger. This refund provision does
not apply where Tekton Ministries/George’s International Tours has remitted the payment to

Trust Account Disclosure: California law requires certain sellers of travel to have a trust account
or bond. George's International Tours has such a trust account.

Travel Consumer Restitution Corporation (“TCRC"): George's International Tours is a
participant in the Travel Consumer Restitution Corporation (“TCRC"). You, the passenger,
may request reimbursement from TCRC if George's International Tours was registered and
participating in the TCRC at the time of sale and the passenger is located in California at the
time of payment. Please be advised that passengers purchasing from outside of California
are not covered by the TCRC. Eligible passengers may file a claim with TCRC if the passen-
ger is owed a refund of more than $50 for transportation or travel services which George's
International Tours failed to forward to a proper provider or if such money was not refunded
to you when required. The maximum amount, which may be paid by the TCRC to any one
passenger is the total amount paid on behalf of the passenger to George's International
Tours, not to exceed $15,000. A claim must be submitted to the TCRC within six months after
the scheduled completion date of the travel. A claim must include sufficient information and
documentation to prove your claim and a $35 processing fee. You must agree to waive your
right to other civil remedies against a registered participating Seller of Travel for matters
arising out of a sale for which you file a claim with the TCRC, if you were located in Cali-
fornia at the time of the sale. You may request a claim form by writing to: Travel Consumer
